“STEM Initiative”?

The “STEM Initiative” supports and promotes
activities encouraging students’ interest and
pursuit in Science, Technology, Engineering and
Mathematics.

Why is the STEM Initiative Important?
STEM education creates critical thinkers,
increases science literacy, and enables the next
generation of innovators. Innovation leads to
new products and processes that sustain our
economy. This innovation and science literacy
depends on a solid knowledge base in the STEM
areas. It is clear that most jobs of the future

will require a basic understanding of math and
science—10-year employment projections by
the U.S. Department of Labor show that of the
20 fastest growing occupations projected, 15 of
them require significant mathematics or science
preparation.

e U.S. student achievement in mathematics
and science is lagging behind students in
much of Asia and Europe. International test
scores tell us that in science U.S. eighth-
graders were outperformed by eighth-grade
students in Singapore, Chinese Taipei,
Republic of Korea, Hong Kong SAR, Estonia,
Japan, Hungary, and Netherlands.

* [n math, U.S. eighth-graders were

outperformed by their peers in 14 countries:
Singapore, Republic of Korea, Hong Kong
SAR, Chinese Taipei, Japan, Belgium,
Netherlands, Estonia, Hungary, Malaysia,
Latvia, Russian Federation, Slovak Republic,
and Australia.

Increased commitment from businesses and
other stakeholders that support STEM education
is critical, now more than ever. STEM education
creates the pipeline of future innovators that

will move this country forward. Making STEM
education a priority is important, for our nation’s
short and long-term future.
